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BELIEVE IN THE LORD

4. Surrender your will and life to Him.  
Receive Him as Lord and Savior.  Submit 
yourself to the Pastor of a Bible-believing 
church for baptism. 

5. Pray in this manner:  “Dear Lord Jesus 
Christ, I know that I am a guilty, lost 
sinner, and I am sorry for my sin.  I 
repent of my sin and turn to You by 
faith right now.  I thank You for dying 
on the Cross for me and paying the 
price for all of my sins.  I surrender 
my life to You right now as my Lord 
and Savior.  I ask for the Holy Spirit 
to take control of my life so I may 
obey You. Thank You.    Amen.”

Q. What do I have to do? 

A. You must receive the Lord Jesus 
Christ as your Savior. 

“Yet to all who received Him, to those who 
believed in His Name, He gave the right to 
become Children of GOD.” (John 1:12). 

Q. How do I do that? 

A. Here is how you can receive the 
Lord Jesus Christ in your life: 

1. Confess your need and agree that 
you are a lost sinner. 

“…if you confess with your mouth the Lord 
Jesus and believe in your heart that GOD 
has raised Him from the dead, you will be 
saved” (Romans 10:9). 

2. Repent of your sins.  Be willing to go 
a new direction in your Christian life. 
Start going to Church; start reading 
your Holy Bible from the Gospel of John 
chapters 1 through 21, tell others, and 
speak to a Pastor about your decision. 

3. Believe that the Lord Jesus Christ, 
the Son of GOD, died for you on the 
Cross, and after three days, rose 
from the grave.  Pray that the Holy 
Spirit would take control of your life.

“For God so loved the world that He gave His 
One and Only Son, that whoever believes in

(John 3:16). 

Q. What does it mean to believe in the 
Lord Jesus Christ?

6:23). 

Criminals must pay the penalty for their 
crimes and sinners must pay the penalty for 
their sins.  The penalty for sin is spiritual 

death: you will not only die physically, 
your sins will also separate you from God 
for all eternity. The Bible teaches that 
those who choose to remain in sin will 
spend eternity in a place called hell. 

Q. How can my penalty be paid? 

A. Jesus Christ paid for our penalty 
on the Cross! 

“But God demonstrates His own Love for 
us in this: While we were still sinners, 
Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8). 

The Holy Bible teaches that Jesus Christ, 
the sinless Son of God, has paid the 
penalty for all your sins.  You may think 
you have to lead a good life and do good 
deeds before God will love you.  The Holy 
Bible says that Christ loved you enough to 
die for you, even when you did not care 
about Him. 

Q. What happens when my penalty is 
paid? 

A. You can receive the Gift of 
Salvation! 

“For it is by Grace you have been saved, 
through Faith -- and this not from 
yourselves, it is the Gift of God – not by 
works, so that no one can boast” 
(Ephesians 2:8-9). 

Grace is GOD offering you something you 
could never provide for yourself -- 
forgiveness of sins and Eternal Life.  God’s 
gift to you is FREE.  You do not have to 
work for a gift.  All you have to do is 

YOU ARE EITHER ETERNALLY 
SAVED OR LOST FOREVER! 

The true story of the LORD Jesus Christ 
and the theme of the Holy Bible is the 
Almighty GOD’s Love for you and me.  
This Love was shown when our LORD and 
Savior Jesus Christ, the Son of GOD, came 
into the world as a human being, lived a life 
without sin, died on the Cross, and rose 
from the dead on the third day.
